Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Philip Pearce, called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.


Presiding Officer, Philip Pearce, moved to agenda item B. Roll Call, Certification of Quorum, and Introductions.  Committee members, Philip Pearce, Jim Durham, John Rickard, Michael McDonald, Ronald Menard, Kathy-Ann Riley, Brion Sargent and Michael Olson were present.  Committee Member, Rob Roy Parnell, arrived at 10:10 a.m. A quorum was present.  

Presiding Officer, Philip Pearce, moved to agenda item C., Training for Board Members (1) Open Meetings Act (
2) Public Information Act and (3) Administrative Procedure Act.  Assistant General Counsel, Charles Johnson presented the training for the Committee members and answered questions from the Committee.
Presiding Officer, Philip Pearce, moved to agenda item D., Approval of Minutes – Meeting of June 26, 2018.  Committee member Michael Olson, seconded by John Rickard, made a motion to approve the Minutes of June 26, 2018.  The motion passed unanimously.
Presiding Officer, Philip Pearce, moved to agenda item E., Public Comment. Fran Robertson with Committee on People with Disabilities.
Presiding Officer, Philip Pearce, moved to agenda item F. Staff Reports.  Chloe Whalon, Licensing Program Manager, reported on Statistics;  Misty Maldonado-DeLeon, Manager of Customer Service Division reported on statistics and answered questions from the Committee;  Dawn Burton, Enforcement Prosecutor, reported on case highlights and Enforcement statistics and answered questions from the Committee; Kim Whitt, Program Specialist, with Education and Examination reported on statistics; Charlotte Melder, Program Manager for RPM and Marsha Godeaux, Accessibility Specialist Team Lead, reported on organizational changes, public outreach and education, projects and statistics and answered questions from the Committee; Nick Voinis, Chief of Staff reported on recent developments.
