Summary of Minutes

	Presiding Officer, David Munoz called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m. 

	Members present were David Munoz, Michael Rosenberg, Richard Vrana, and Vance Wright.  A roll call verified that a quorum was present.  

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item C, Approval of minutes – January 11, 2012.  Vance Wright, seconded by Richard Vrana, moved to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item D, Public Comment.  One comment was heard from Todd McAllister with the Texas Air Conditioning Contractors Association concerning unlicensed activity.  

			Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item E, Staff Reports.  Bill Kuntz, Executive Director and agency staff gave reports and answered questions from the Board.

		Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item F, Work Group Reports and Discussion, Technology Work Group – Smart Home Automation Systems.  There was no discussion on this item. 

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item H, Discussion regarding home energy audits and audit recommendations involving heating and air conditioning and refrigeration systems.  After a discussion a sub-committee was formed to look into this issue so that direction can be given to TDLR.  The sub-committee members are:  Richard Vrana and Vance Wright.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item G, Discussion and possible action on the proposed revisions to the Air Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors Enforcement Penalty Matrix.  Christina Kaiser, Enforcement Director, presented the revised penalty matrix that incorporates recommendations from the work group, and answered questions from the Board.  Vance Wright, seconded by Michael Rosenberg, moved to change the 3 items dealing with sub-contracting from Class B to Class C penalties.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.  Richard Vrana, seconded by Vance Wright, moved to approve the penalty matrix with the change mentioned above.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item I, Discussion regarding the sale and use of refrigerants containing a liquid petroleum-based product in Texas.  John Lain, Compliance Program Specialist, addressed the Board noting a statutory citing (§1302.356) pertaining to this issue and answered questions from the Board.  A sub-committee was formed to study this issue:  David Munoz, David Logan and Mike Rosenberg.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item J, Discussion regarding the testing of flue gases by penetrating double wall vent pipes.  Presiding Officer David Munoz and staff member John Lain discussed some of the problems arising from this testing.  Board member Richard Vrana agreed to speak with manufacturers of vent pipes to acquire some education information, and Board member Vance Wright also agreed to speak with manufacturer of RTV sealant.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item K, Discussion regarding the installation of new insulation and/or window replacements and the effects on existing heating and air conditioning and refrigeration systems.  Presiding Officer David Munoz lead this discussion and made note that this is an issue that contractors should be aware of. Vance Wright suggested that contractors discuss future changes that might affect an installation with the homeowner beforehand.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item L, Recommendations for agenda items for next Board meeting.  The Board decided to place sub-committee work group reports, and discussions of refrigerants (R22) and flue gases on the next agenda.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item M, Discussion of date, time, and location of next meeting.  The Board decided to hold the next meeting September 19, 2012. 

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item N, Adjournment.  Presiding Officer David Munoz adjourned the meeting at 10:43 a.m.
