Summary of Minutes


Presiding Officer, David Munoz called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. 

Members present were David Munoz, Neal Baker, Michael Rosenberg, Patrick Kiley, David Logan, Richard Vrana, and Vance Wright.  A roll call verified that a quorum was present.  Commissioner LuAnn Morgan was present, also.

Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item C, Approval of minutes – August 13, 2008.  David Logan, seconded by Richard Vrana, moved to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item D, Training for Board Members.  Wendy Pellow, Assistant General Counsel, gave a brief training to members on the Open Meetings Act, the Public Information Act and the Administrative Procedures Act.

Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item E, Public Comment.  Comments were heard from Elena Castillo with Castillo Training; and John Clark with Castillo Training.  




Presiding Officer, David Munoz moved to agenda item F, Staff Reports.  Bill Kuntz and agency staff gave reports and answered questions from the Board.


Presiding Officer, David Munoz moved to agenda item G, Discussion of licensing requirements for duct testing versus duct testing and balancing.  Wendy Pellow led the discussion and, with the assistance of John Lain, AC Program Specialist, answered questions from the Board.  Comments on this issue were also heard from Todd McAllister with the Air Conditioning Contractors of America - Texas (ACCA-Texas).  Christina Kaiser provided enforcement statistics to the Board.

Presiding Officer, David Munoz moved to agenda item H, Discussion and possible recommendation of the draft amendments to existing rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 75 pursuant to rule review.  Wendy Pellow reviewed the proposed rules with the Board and answered questions.  Comments were heard from John Clark with Castillo Training, Todd McAllister with ACCA-Texas, and Elena Castillo with Castillo Training.  The Board offered suggestions to staff on several of the draft rules.  Staff will draft amendments based on those suggestions for discussion at the next Board meeting. 


Presiding Officer, David Munoz moved to agenda item I, Discussion of rule simplification project to identify for repeal any unnecessary and obsolete rules and possible creation of a work group.  Commissioner LuAnn Morgan addressed the Board and explained the intent of this project. The Board decided not to create a work group and instead would send suggestions to staff for discussion at the next Board meeting. 


Presiding Officer, David Munoz moved to agenda item J, Discussion of administrative penalties in the Enforcement Penalty Matrix for violations of the statute and rules and possible creation of a work group.  Karen Cox, Enforcement Prosecutor, addressed the Board and answered questions concerning the penalty matrix.  The Board decided not to create a work group and instead would send suggestions to staff for discussion at the next Board meeting.

Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item K, Discussion of the comments received at the Air Conditioning and Refrigeration program external brainstorming session and through online survey.  Brian Francis reported on this and answered questions from the Board.


Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item L, Recommendations for agenda items for next meeting.  The Board recommended placing the following items on the agenda for the next meeting: test and balance issue, rule review process, and the penalty matrix. 

Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item M, Discussion of date, time, and location of next meeting.  The Board suggested the next meeting be held in early November 2010.
