	Presiding Officer David Munoz called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m. 

	Members present were David Munoz, Dolores Compean, Pat Kiley, David Logan, Michael Rosenberg, and Richard Vrana.  A roll call verified that a quorum was present.  

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item C, Approval of Minutes – November 14, 2012.  David Logan, seconded by Richard Vrana, moved to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item D, Public Comment.  One comment was heard from Rodney Hooker with the Texas Burglar and Fire Alarm Association concerning the past legislative session and working with TDLR.   

			Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item E, Staff Reports.  Bill Kuntz, Executive Director, and agency staff gave reports and answered questions from the Board.  The staff reported on changes made during the 83rd Legislature, Regular Session (2013) that affected the Air Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors Program.  The staff also reported on the department’s response to an inquiry regarding installation of external anti-theft devices to air conditioning and refrigeration equipment.  The Board went on record against the installation of security devices to air conditioning and refrigeration equipment by anyone other than a licensed air conditioning and refrigeration contractor.  Presiding Officer David Munoz, returned to agenda item D, Public Comment.  Rodney Hooker commented that he had submitted this inquiry to the department on behalf of a security device manufacturer, and he asked to withdraw the inquiry and continue to evaluate this issue.  The staff withdrew the Department’s response and will continue to evaluate the issue.

		Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item F, Discussion and possible recommendation on proposed rule changes at 16 Texas Administrative Code (TAC), Chapter 75, regarding the Air Conditioning and Refrigeration Contractors Program.  These proposed changes are necessary to implement the statutory changes made by the 83rd Legislature, Regular Session (2013), to Texas Occupations Code Chapter 1302, and to implement the recommendations made by the advisory board at its November 14, 2012, meeting regarding continuing education hours.  Richard Vrana, seconded by Pat Kiley, moved to approve the recommendations.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.  
 
	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item G, Discussion regarding future proposed amendments to 16 TAC §75.110, regarding applicable codes, and adoption of the 2012 editions of the Uniform Mechanical Code, International Residential Code, International Mechanical Code, International Fuel Gas Code, and other applicable codes.  A task force was assigned to evaluate this item.  Taskforce members are:  Richard Vrana, Dolores Compean, and David Logan.  

	Presiding Officer David Munoz moved to agenda item H, Discussion of TDLR’s analysis regarding home energy audits, including federal and state energy efficiency standards, federal and municipal audit requirements, scope of audits, and audit checklists, and discussion of future TDLR summit regarding home energy audits.  A meeting to discuss these items in detail will be planned in the near future.

	Presiding Officer David Munoz returned to agenda item D, Public Comment.  Clayton Morris with Texas HERO & DPIS Engineering read a letter into the record concerning the role of energy efficiency professionals in Texas.
