Summary of Minutes


Presiding Officer David Weir called the meeting to order at 9:01 a.m.


Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item B, Roll Call and Certification of Quorum and Introductions. Board members David Weir, Darrell Ganus, Britney Webb, Dr. David Schmidt, and Michael Fitch were present.   A quorum was present. 

Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item C, Approval of the Minutes of February 22, 2016. Board Member Darrell Ganus, seconded by Board Member Michael Fitch moved to approve the Minutes of February 22, 2016 as presented. Motion passes unanimously.
Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item D, Public Comment.  There was no public comment.
Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item E. Staff Reports. Mary Winston, Advisory Board Attorney, provided the Executive Office report and an update and discussion regarding transition of the Athletic Trainers Program from the Department of State Health Services (DSHS) to the Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation (TDLR) pursuant to Senate Bill 202, 84th Legislature, Regular Session (2015); update on the adoption of new rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code Chapter 110, Athletic Trainers; update on Strategic Planning Process and External Strategic Planning Sessions; and Personnel Changes.
Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item E.2, Compliance Division report.  Mary Winston informed the Board that George Ferrie, Compliance Director, is out of the office in training.  Presiding Officer, David Weir, read the Compliance Division report submitted by staff.
Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item E.3, Education and Examination Division Staff Report.  Rebecca Armas, Program Specialist with the Education and Examination Division, reported and presented an overview of the Education and Examination Division operations; Athletic Trainers Exam Report; Example of Statistics for Exams (Pass/Fail Ratio); Personnel Updates; and New Technology and answered questions from the Board.  David Weir requested to have a breakdown of pass/fail report and a breakdown of pass/fail report by universities.
Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item E.4, Enforcement Division Staff Report.  Ken Sharp, Prosecutor with the Enforcement Division, provided the Enforcement Division report and briefly discussed part of the Enforcement Division Operations in response to a question, assuring the board members the Enforcement Division would continue to prosecute any enforcement cases opened under DSHS and not closed before the transition in October.
Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item E.5, Licensing Division Staff Report.  Dede McEachern, Licensing Director, introduced employee Leonard Rivas, Program Manager, and provided the Licensing Division report and provided an overview of the Licensing Division operations, current projects and updates.
Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item E.6, Stewart Myrick from the Department of State Health Services provided an update on DSHS Activities relating to the Athletic Trainers and Program and Recent Developments.  Rebecca Armas and Kim Witt, Program Specialists with TDLR’s Education and Examination Division, assisted with providing answers to the Board’s questions.

Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item F. Discussion and possible action to recommend approval of the criminal conviction guidelines.  Christina Kaiser, Enforcement Division Director and Chris Russey, Analytics and Research Specialist, presented the criminal conviction guidelines for the Athletic Trainers program and provided a detailed description of the process and steps involved in criminal background checks for licensure, and answered questions from the Board.
Motion by Board Member Dr. David Schmidt, seconded by Darrell Ganus, to approve the criminal conviction guidelines with changes as discussed, to remove the word “illegal” from the caption - Crimes Involving Possession with Intent to Distribute, Delivery, Distribution or Manufacture of Drugs. Motion passed by unanimous vote. 


Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item G, Discussion regarding testing opportunities.  This agenda item was discussed in the report from the Department of State Health Services.  David Weir commended the bravery of Board Member Britney Webb for assisting in saving the life of a student athlete. 

Presiding Officer David Weir moved to agenda item H, Recommendations for agenda items for the next Board meeting.  The following items were suggested for inclusion on the next meeting’s agenda: Enforcement Division’s research on background checks, Continuing Education approval process for providers and testing process.
