
AUCTIONEER EDUCATION ADVISORY BOARD
Meeting of August 18, 2010
North Campus Building, 1st Floor Public Meeting Room

Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Jim Sample called the meeting to order at 9:31 a.m.
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item B., Roll Call, Certification of Quorum, and Introductions.  Members present were Presiding Officer, Jim Sample, Patricia Krenek, Shelley Weidner, Norman Seaton, and Michael Chrobak.  Board member Ron Whitson was absent.  A quorum was seated.
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item C., Approval of minutes – Meeting of July 1, 2008.  Board member, Norman Seaton made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Board member, Pat Krenek seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.  
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item D, Training for Board Members.  Brad Bowman, General Counsel, provided training on the open meeting act, public information act, and the Administrative Procedures Act requirements as each relates to membership on the Advisory Board.  
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item E, Public Comment.  There was no public comment at this time.
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item F.1., Staff reports, Executive Office.  Bill Kuntz, Executive Director, gave an overview of legislative requests for budget reductions and 15% overall budget cuts, and introduced a rules minimization project requested by Chairman Frank Denton.
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item F.2., Staff reports, Education and Examinations Division.  Don Dudley, Director of the Education and Examinations Division, provided exam statistics reporting an increase in the pass rate; and provided continuing education statistics highlighting FY-2009 courses, which dropped in August but have now increased from 29 to 35.  Mr. Dudley answered question from the Board members.


Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item F.3., Staff reports, Enforcement Division.  Chris Prentice, Staff Attorney, reported on enforcement hearings and attendance at continuing education seminars.  Mr. Prentice provided the enforcement statistics: 77 cases filed; 44 resolved in less than 60 days; $23,225 total penalties assessed; and $13,600 collected.
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item F.4., Staff reports, Licensing Division.  Lisa Houdek, Licensing Supervisor, provided licensing statistics for Fiscal Year 2008, 2009, and 2010, which have been consistent.  Ms. Houdek answered questions from the Board.     

Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item G., Discussion of Request for Proposal regarding the auctioneer recovery fund and the scope of work and recommended amount.  Diane Casey, Assistant Deputy Executive Director, provided background on the fund to new board members and the estimated balance of the fund.  Ms. Casey reported on the amount of discretionary funds for Auctioneer projects.  Ms. Casey asked the Board for feedback on the proposed projects.  Board member, Michael Chrobak recommended staff develop a request for proposal that requires a feedback process on any projects selected.  Presiding Officer, Jim Sample, recommended that Public Service Announcements be allowed and the fund could provide payment for radio airtime.  The Board discussed the success and/or failure of past projects and recommended that requests for proposal should be broad and allow for the inclusion of social media.  Dianne Casey reported that the request for proposal can be ready within the next 30 days. 

Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item H., Discussion of rule simplification project to identify for repeal any unnecessary and obsolete rules.  Brad Bowman, General Counsel, explained Chairman Denton’s letter regarding the rule minimization efforts.  Mr. Bowman proposed that the Board devise a way to review the rules and give feedback to staff though work groups or individual review.  Presiding Officer, Jim Sample, reported that the requirements for an escrow account should be reviewed.  The Board asked the Department for best practices on the rule review process.  Staff recommended work groups review the proposed rules.  

Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item I., Recommendations for agenda items for next meeting.  The Board decided to place the request for proposal and rule review on the next agenda. 
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item J., Discussion of date, time, and location of next Board meeting.  The Board did not set a date for the next meeting.
Presiding Officer, Jim Sample moved to agenda item K., Adjournment.  Board member, Norman Seaton made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Board member, Michael Chrobak seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.  Presiding Officer Jim Sample adjourned the meeting at 10:25 a.m.  
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
