Summary of Minutes


Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, called the meeting to order at 9:03 a.m.

Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item B, Roll Call and Certification of Quorum and Introductions. Board members Dr. Gordon Bourland, Dr. Wesley Dotson, Ellen Catoe Rhoads, Dr. Stephanie Sokolosky, Dr. Joyce Mauk, Carol Sloan, Serica Cuellar, Laurie Snyder, and Bryan Russell were present.  A quorum was present. 

Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item C, Approval of Minutes – Meeting of March 16, 2018.  Board Member, Dr. Wesley Dotson, seconded by Dr. Stephanie Sokolosky, made a motion to approve the Minutes of March 16, 2018 as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.
Presiding Officer Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item D., Public Comment. No public comments.
Presiding Officer Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports. Laura Hernandez, Program Manager, presented the Licensing Division report and answered questions from the Board. Nick Voinis, Chief of Staff presented the report for Customer Service Division.  Karen Cox, Enforcement Prosecutor, presented the Enforcement Division Report. Mary Hoffman, Program Specialist, for the Regulatory Program Management Division, presented the Regulatory Program Management Division report. Brian Francis, Executive Director, introduced Commissioner Gary Wesson and Nick Voinis, Chief of Staff, presented the Executive Office report. 
Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item F., Discussion and possible action to recommend approval of the Criminal Conviction Guidelines for the Behavior Analyst Program.  Trevor Theilen, Enforcement Prosecutor, presented the Criminal Conviction Guidelines for the Behavior Analyst program and discussion ensued whether to add additional wording to each category such as “may”, “might”, “could” or “would”.  
Board Member, Dr. Wesley Dotson, seconded by Ellen Catoe Rhoades, made a motion to recommend approval of the Criminal Conviction Guidelines by the Commission of Licensing and Regulation for the Behavior Analyst program as recommended.  Motion passed 6-2-1: with Ellen Catoe Rhoades, Dr.  Stephanie Sokolosky, Dr. Joyce Mauk, Laurie Snyder, Carol Sloan, and Bryan Russell, voting for; Dr. Wesley Dotson and Serica Cuellar voting against and Dr. Gordon Bourland abstaining.

Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland called for a break at 10:54 a.m. and reconvened at 11:17 a.m. 

Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item G., Discussion and possible recommendation for publication of proposed amendments to the rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 121.  Assistant General Counsel, Laura Pfefferle handed documentation to the Board for discussion.  
Board Member, Dr. Joyce Mauk, seconded by Dr. Wesley Dotson, made a motion to send the proposed rule changes back to the Standard of Care Workgroup for further discussion.  Motion passed unanimously.
Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item H., Workgroup reports – updates, discussion and possible recommendation: (a) Standard of Care Workgroup.  Dr. Wesley Dotson gave the workgroup report for the Standard of Care Workgroup.  
Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item I. Discussion and possible action to assign topics for consideration to workgroups. The Standard of Care workgroup will address revision of the draft rule amendments followed by the topic of telehealth, and the Enforcement Workgroup will meet regarding the Penalty Matrix.
Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item J., Recommendations for agenda items for next meeting:  workgroup reports from the Enforcement Workgroup for the penalty matrix, Standard of Care workgroup, telehealth issues, and staff reports.

Presiding Officer, Dr. Gordon Bourland, moved to agenda item K., Discussion of date, time, and location of next Board meeting.  Next meeting date is either Tuesday, March 26, 2019 or Wednesday, March 27, 2019.  Meeting will start at 9:00 a.m.  Staff will poll the board members for the final date.
