Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item B., Roll Call and Certification of Quorum.  Board members present were Rob Trout, Norman Anderson, Luther Bailey, Russell Mays, Todd Garver, Gerald Harris, Mark Thompson, Richard West.  Board members Palmer Dent and Beth Cunningham were absent.  A quorum was seated.  
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item C., Training for Advisory Board members.  Charles Johnson provided training for Board Members on the Open Meetings Act, Public Information Act and Administrative Procedures Act.  

Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item D., Approval of Minutes – Meeting of September 24, 2009 meeting.  Board member Gerald Harris, seconded by Bryan Schulte, made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item E., Public Comment.  The Board heard public comment from Tony Hardin and Dan Lancaster.
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item F., Staff Reports, William Kuntz, Executive Director provided the Executive Office staff report.  Lee Parham, Tracy Guerra, and Rob Trout provided the Compliance Division staff report.  The Board passed on the Education and Examination report.  John Medlock provided the Enforcement Division staff report.  Tarsha Redd provided Licensing Division staff report.

Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item G.1., Task Force Report.  Boiler Rules Task Force report was presented by Board member, Richard West.
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item H., Discussion and possible recommendation to publish new rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 65, as a result of the reformatting of the existing rules.  Assistant General Counsel, Charles Johnson presented the process for proposing and adopting rules.  Mr. Johnson presented the proposed rule changes, which consisted of reformatting of the rules to make rules consistent with other rules administered by the Department and other substantive changes for the Board’s review. The Board and staff discussed the proposed rules and changes. 

Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Russell Mays, made a motion to change the language in §65.210(b)(4) to be consistent with the NBIC.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  65.210.b(4) Where pressure vessels are equipped with removable internals, the internals need not be completely removed provided assurance exists that deterioration in regions rendered inaccessible by the internals is not occurring to an extent that might constitute a hazard, or to an extent beyond that found in more readily accessible parts of the vessel.
Board member Bryan Schulte, second by Gerald Harris, made a motion to change §65.210(b)(3) to state removal of loose scale as practicable.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Richard West, made a motion to replace the language in §65.210(b)(11) with Gaskets on manholes and handholes of pressure-retaining items, with the exception of access and inspection doors of furnace and convection pass, shall be replaced with new gaskets upon reinstallation.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Board member, Richard West, seconded by Gerald Harris, made a motion to change §65.300 subsections C correcting the boiler review from $1,200 to $1,700 and K the addition of the non-jurisdictional inspection reporting fee to $25. Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Russell Mays, made a motion for the use of the proper terms high temperature water boilers or hot water heating boilers and typographical errors. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Richard West, made a motion to change the language in §65.602 to state all chimneys and vents shall be installed in accordance with boiler manufacturer recommendations and all chimney/vent manufacturers recommendations.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

Board member Luther Bailey had to leave the meeting to make a flight.  

Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Norman Anderson, made a motion to change the last sentence to state §
65.611(b) if the derate is approved MAWP or the allowable temperature shall not be increased without the prior approval of the Department. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Gerald Harris, made a motion to change the title of §65.111(c) to plugging of boiler tubes.  The motion passed by unanimous vote.
Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Russell Mays, made a motion to remove §65.111(c)(2)(A),(B), and (C).  The motion failed with board members Anderson, Mays and Schulte voting to approve and Board members, Harris, Thompson, West and Mitchell opposed.   

Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Russell Mays, made a motion to remove §65.611(3).  Motion failed with Board members Mays and Schulte in support and Board members Anderson, Harris, Thompson, West and Mitchell opposed. 

Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Russell Mays, made a motion to delete §65.611(c)(3)(c). Board members Bailey, Mays and Schulte voted for the motion. Board members Anderson, Harris, Thompson West and Mitchell voted against the motion.  Motion failed. 
Board member Richard West, seconded by Bryan Schulte, made a motion to change the title of §65.611(c)(3) to plugging boiler tubes in tube sheets of drum type water tube boilers.  Motion passed by a unanimous vote. 
Board member Richard West, seconded by Bryan Schulte, made a motion to strike of §65.611(c)(3)(c) completely.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Richard West, made a motion to change §65.611(c)(3)(A) and (B) to insert the term steam before generating. Motion passed by a unanimous vote.
Board member Gerald Harris, seconded by Bryan Schulte, made a motion to approve the rules overall with the changes voted on and approved in the meeting and recommend the rules for publication in the Texas Register.  Motion passed by a unanimous vote.  
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item I., Discussion and possible recommendation on the repeal of existing 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 65. Board member Bryan Schulte, seconded by Gerald Harris, made a motion to recommend repeal of existing rules based on publication of proposed rules listed above.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item J, Recommendations for agenda items for the next meeting.  The Board agreed to place the following items on the agenda review of the rules and possible rule comments.
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item K., Discussion of date, time, and location of next meeting.  The Board proposed the next meeting be held in January 2015. 
Presiding Officer, Rob Troutt moved to agenda item L., Adjournment. Board member Gerald Harris, seconded by Richard West, made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  The motion passed by unanimous vote.  The meeting adjourned at 2:47 p.m.

	65.210.b (3) all loose scale removed;, and
	65.210.b (3) Removal of loose scale as practicable 

	65.210.b (4) all removable internal components shall be removed as required to  allow inspection to determine the safety of the boiler, provided such information cannot be determined by other means.
	Note: Verbiage from NBIC Part 2 Section 2.3.4.b.a 

65.210.b (4) Where pressure vessels are equipped with removable internals, the internals need not be completely remove provided assurance exists that deterioration in regions rendered inaccessible by the internals is not occurring to an extent that might constitute a hazard, or to an extent beyond that found in more readily accessible parts of the vessel.

	65.210.b (11) All manhole and handhole gaskets shall be replaced with new gaskets upon reinstallation.

(A) Re-use of gaskets is prohibited.

(B) Gaskets shall be installed in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.

(C) The use of sealing compounds is prohibited on manhole and handhole gaskets.
	65.210.b (11) Gaskets on manholes and handholes of pressure-retaining items, with the exception of access and inspection doors of furnace and convection pass, shall be replaced with new gaskets upon reinstallation.

	65.611.2 (b) Derating a boiler’s MAWP and/or allowable temperature (in accordance with the NBIC), shall be approved by the department prior to commencement of the alteration.  If approved, the MAWP and/or allowable temperature shall not be increased without the prior approval from the department.
