Summary of Minutes 

Presiding Officer, Gayle Latham called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.				
Presiding Officer, Gayle Latham moved to agenda item B., Roll Call, Certification of Quorum, and Introductions. Presiding Officer, Gayle Latham moved to agenda item C., Training for Board Members.  Charles Johnson, Assistant General Counsel introduced the role of the General Counsel’s office and  provided an overview of the Open Meetings Act, Public Information Act, and Administrative Procedures Act.  Mr. Johnson focused on specific pitfalls in the open meetings act and avoidance of legal and criminal penalties.  Mr. Johnson and staff answered questions from the Committee regarding points of contact.

Kim Whitt, Program Manager in the Education and Examination Division provided an overview of the Education and Examinations Division.  Christina Kaiser, Enforcement Division Director provided an overview of the Enforcement Division and statistics from the Enforcement Division.  Tarsha Redd, Team Leader in the Licensing Division provided an overview of the Licensing Division.  Staff answered questions from the Committee.  	

Presiding Officer, Gayle Latham moved to agenda item F., General discussion and overview of House Bill 1451, 82nd Legislature, Regular Session (2011), Licensed Breeders program implementation and timeline. Lee Parham, Business and Occupations Manager reported on the development of program infrastructure:  materials such as frequently asked questions (FAQs), board applications, review of other states practices, forms and checklists.

Brian Francis, Deputy Executive Director suggested that the Committee break into three or four small work groups to review the proposed rules. Charles Johnson, Assistant General Counsel will provide an overview of the Work Group requirements and assignments will be made at the next Advisory Committee meeting.
