Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison called the meeting to order at 9:11 a.m.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison called roll.  Board members present were Glenda Jemison, Daired Ogle, Ron Robinson, Diane Salazar, Marisela Higgins, Cora Lee Walters, and Aleshia Rivera.  Board members Pamela Gold and Gordon Logan were absent. A quorum was present.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item C., Approval of minutes – November 4, 2013.  Board member, Ron Robinson, seconded by Daired Ogle, made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item D., Public Comment.  The Board heard public comment from: Peggy Barron, Holly Zapata, Kay Richardson, Mary Lindsey, and Brandon Martin.  Ms. Jemison returned to public comments to hear a comment from Erin Colwell.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports, and heard the Executive Office Staff Report from Brian Francis, Deputy Executive Director.  The Board also heard Staff Reports from Elizabeth Perez, Compliance Division; Marinela LaFleur and Mary Sampson, Education and Examination Division; Sharesa Alexander, Enforcement Division; Tanya Gauthreaux, Field Operations; and Joyce Hennington, Licensing Division. 
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item F., Education and Examination work group reports and work group assignments.  Glenda Jemison made the following assignments to the work group:

Ron Robinson provided an overview of the work performed to implement distance education. The Department is proposing rules which would affect the work group’s discussions.  Mr. Robinson answered questions from the Board members on the 25% requirement for online learning.  Mr. Robinson also provided a report on research performed on shaving requirements for Cosmetology students.    
Aleshia Rivera provided the Health and Safety Work Group Report on the Keratin straightening products, review of the current rules which prohibit the use of Formaldehyde products, and the industry’s continued use of the product.  The Board engaged in a discussion on the use of the product in proper places, as opposed to the use of the product under any circumstances.  This item was sent to the work group for further discussion.  Staff will provide some input on the discussions and suggested that the work group meet to address this issue.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item G., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding proposed amendments to existing rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 83, §§83.10, 83.22, 83.31, 83.52, 83.53, 83.71, 83.72, 83.80, 83.100, 83.101, 83.103, 83.109, and 83.120 to implement House Bill 2095, 83rd Legislature, Regular Session (2013) and the Commission’s general rulemaking authority to administer the Cosmetology program. Pamela Legate, Assistant General Counsel presented the proposed rules and adoption process regarding the following amendments: section 83.10 which add definitions for common area, distance education, guest presenter, mini-salons and mini-dual salons; section 83.31 regarding license terms for mini-salons and mini-dual salons; section 83.52 and 83.53 regarding adding mini-salons and mini-dual salons to establishments receiving periodic inspections and risk-based inspections; section 83.71 amending the rule title to include mini-salons; section 83.30 adding fees for the mini-salon and mini-dual salon license; section 83.100 eliminating the use of isopropyl alcohol as a disinfecting agent; and section 83.120 adding distance education to the technical requirements for schools which elect to use distance education.  Daired Ogle, seconded by Aleshia Rivera, made a motion to recommend the rules for publication in the Texas Register including amendments to Section 83.71(e).  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 

Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item H., Recommendations for agenda items for next Board meeting. The Board decided to place the following items in the next agenda: Work group reports on the use of Keratin straightening products; possibility of transferring curriculum hours between different cosmetology school programs; internship practicum; and the instructor practical exam.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item I., Discussion of date, time and location of next Board meeting.  The Board decided to hold the next meeting in April.
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item J., Adjournment.  Presiding Officer adjourned the meeting at 11:28 a.m.
