Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison called the meeting to order at 9:20a.m.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison called roll.  Board members present were Glenda Jemison, Daired Ogle, Ron Robinson, Diane Salazar, Gordon Logan, and Aleshia Rivera.  Board member Cora Lee Walters and Marisela Higgins were absent. A quorum was present.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item C., Approval of minutes – Meetings of April 24, 2014.  Board member, Ron Robinson, seconded by Gordon Logan, made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item D., Public Comment.  The Board heard public comment from: Peggy Barron, Vonda Hutchings, and Vickey Childers.
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports, and heard Staff Reports from Bill Kuntz, Executive Office;  Elizabeth Perez, Compliance Division; Ray Pizarro and Rebecca Aramas, Education and Examination Division; Sharesa Alexander, Enforcement Division; Tanya Gauthreaux, Field Operations; and Joyce Hennington, Licensing Division. 
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item F.1., Work Group Reports and possible appointments.  Education and Examination work group reports on transfer of hours between programs; internship on practicum; and instructor practical. Ron Robinson recommended that the work group review the comments meet again to discuss internship on practicum.  Pamela Legate suggested that this matter be tabled until after the session to determine if statutory authority exists to further discuss this matter.  
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item G., Brain storming session regarding Cosmetology Strategic Planning Comments. George Ferrie, Division Director led the review of strategic planning comments collected through field planning sessions and online comments.  The group reviewed and discussed the highlighted comments and proposed recommendations to the Legislature.  Review of things done well by the Department: tweaks to SHEARS, continued hands on outreach, and overview of inspection process (“What To Expect During an Inspection”).   Review of recommended changes: remove or lower continuing education requirements, review continuing education approval process, review the rules for outdated equipment requirements, allow correction of penalties in lieu of violations, review frequency of inspections, review penalty matrix violations, licensing requirements for makeup artist, recommend a hair dresser only specialty license, review estheticians law and rules against current industry standards, and set a standard school hours retention period.  The Board and staff will address these items in work group meeting and future Board meetings.    
Presiding Officer, Glenda Jemison moved to agenda item H. Possible work group assignments based on the comments received during the discussions under item G.  Recommended that the Board take time to review the tasks and make assignments.

Board member Alishia Rivera suggested requirements to accept hours from other schools; and Board member Ron Robinson suggested the Board review the rulemaking to allow schools to adopt distance learning.
