Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb called the meeting to order at 1:07 p.m.  
Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb called roll.  Board members present were Clive Lamb, Pamela Gold, Glenda Jemison, Daired Ogle, Ron Robinson, Diane Salazar, and Allison West.  Rojean Brewer was absent.  A quorum was present.  
Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item C., Approval of minutes – Meeting of June 21, 2010.  Board member, Ron Robinson made a motion to approve the minutes.  Board member, Glenda Jemison seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.
Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item D., Public Comment.  The Board heard public comment from Carolyn Scott Nell, Kimberly Avery, Vonda Hutchings, Rita Schimelpfening, Laura Hayes, Collen Whittham and Peggy Barron.  
Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports and heard reports from Executive Director, Bill Kuntz and staff.

Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item F., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding amendments to existing rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 83 Sections 83.10, 83.20, 83.31, 83.71 and 83.80 and public comments. Pamela Legate, Assistant General Counsel outlined the proposed rules.  Board member, Allison West, seconded by Ron Robinson made a motion to recommend the adoption of the rules by the Commission. The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.  

Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item G., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding amendments to existing rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 83 Sections 83.72 and 83.74 relating to the use of school hours calculated by credit or by clock as determined by schools and transferring credit hours for taking another course once a license is obtained.  Pamela Legate, Assistant General Counsel and Don Dudley, Education and Examination Division Director laid out the proposed rule.  Board member, Ron Robinson, seconded by Glenda Jemison made a motion to recommend publication of section 83.74(k) in the Texas Register.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.  

Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item H., Discussion regarding the rule review project to identify for repeal unnecessary and obsolete rules at 16 Administrative Code, Chapter 83; practical examination requirement, continuing education requirement, salon equipment requirement, requirement that licensed instructor be physically present during all curriculum activities, time clock requirement, responsibilities of beauty culture schools, responsibilities of examination proctors, health and safety definition of isopropyl alcohol and waxing services, hair braiding technical requirements, instructor curriculum, practical application requirements and technical requirements for hair weaving and wig curriculum. Presiding Officer Clive Lamb suggested that a work group be formed to address these issues. Pamela Legate gave an overview of the proposed changes including legislative changes.  The Board discussed the proposed changes and agreed to form work groups. 

Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item I., Discussion of school requirements to maintain student hours post course completion. Don Dudley, Director of Education and Examination Division proposed that the Board add this topic to the work group discussions.  

Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item J., Recommendations for agenda items for next Board meeting.  The Board decided to place eyelash extension specialty license and work group reports on the next agenda.  
Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item K., Discussion of date, time and location of next Board meeting.  The Board decided to hold the meeting February 7, 2011; 1:00 p.m., in Austin, Texas.
Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb moved to agenda item L., Adjournment.  Presiding Officer, Clive Lamb adjourned the meeting at 3:11 p.m.
