Summary of Meeting Minutes

Committee Member, Ricardo Benavides, second by Carlos Reyna, made a motion to excuse the absence of Sam Webb.  Motion passed unanimously.

Presiding Officer, Ricardo Benavides, moved to agenda item C.  Approval of the Minutes – May 9, 2018.  Committee Member, Kevin Knapp second by David Bruce, made a motion to approve the Minutes of May 9, 2018.  Motion passed unanimously.

Della Lindquist, Deputy General Counsel and Mark Gladney, Assistant General Counsel, presented the workgroup report regarding the rule amendments.

	Presiding Officer, Ricardo Benavides, moved to agenda item H., Update on status of and possible recommendation for approval of the department’s process for electronic issuance of Uniform Certificates of Course Completion for driving safety courses. Michael “Ford” Strawn, Program Specialist, presented the update and status of the electronic issuance of uniform Certificates of course completion for driving safety courses. Doan Phong presented a PowerPoint presentation of the Website for Validating DS certificates and answered questions from the Committee.
	
	Presiding Officer, Ricardo Benavides, moved to agenda item G., Discussion and possible recommendation for adoption proposed rule amendments to 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 84, Subchapter E, §84.61 and §84.63; and Subchapter K, §§84.300, 84.301, and 84.302, to reduce program fees and to implement Senate Bill 848 and House Bill 912, 85th Legislature, Regular Session (2017), regarding the option of electronic delivery of uniform certificates of course completion and all public comments received.  Mark Gladney, Assistant General Counsel, presented the proposed rule amendments and presented the public comments.  Discussion of Subsection K – Fees, between Committee and staff ensued.  

Committee Member, Blake Garrett, seconded by Carlos Reyna, made a motion to recommend the proposed rules be adopted as presented with the exception of Subchapter K.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
