Summary of Minutes

Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.


Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, moved to agenda item B. Roll Call, Certification of Quorum, and Introductions.  Committee members, Ronald Menard, Jim Durham, John Rickard, Michael McDonald, Kathy-Ann Riley, Brion Sargent, Rob Roy Parnell and Michael Olson were present.  Presiding Officer Philip Pearce was absent.  A quorum was present.  

Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, moved to agenda item C., Training for Committee Members (1) Open Meetings Act (2) Public Information Act (3) Administrative Procedure Act. Assistant General Counsel, Jessica Escobedo presented the training for the Committee.

Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, moved to agenda item D., Approval of Minutes – Meeting of January 22, 2019.  Committee member Ronald Menard, seconded by Jim Durham, made a motion to approve the Minutes of January 22, 2019 as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.
Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, moved to agenda item E., Public Comment. No public comments.
Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, moved to agenda item F., Staff Reports.  Chloe Whalon, Program Specialist for the Licensing Division, reported on statistics; Dawn Robinson, Manager of Customer Service Division reported on organizational changes and statistics;  Lorraine Sroufe, Program Specialist, with Education and Examination reported on personnel updates and statistics; Charlotte Melder, Director of RPM and Marsha Godeaux, Accessibility Specialist Team Lead, reported on organizational changes, public outreach and education, projects and statistics; Robert Reyes, Enforcement Prosecutor, reported on case highlights and statistics; David Gonzales, Deputy Executive Director, reported on TDLR’s personnel updates, update from the 86th Legislature, Regular Session 2019, Sunset review process and communication outreach statistics. 

Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard called for a break at 11:30 a.m. and reconvened at 11:40 a.m.

Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, moved to agenda item G., Discussion and possible recommendation on the proposed amendments to existing rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code (TAC), Chapter 68, §§68.100 and new rule §68.104, regarding the Elimination of Architectural Barriers Program. The proposed rules update a reference from the “Commission” to the “Department”. The proposed rules also implement necessary changes required by House Bill (HB) 3163, 86th Legislature, Regular Session (2019).  Jessica Escobar, Assistant General Counsel and Marsha Godeaux, Accessibility Specialist Team Lead presented the proposed rules. Discussion ensued by the Committee and TDLR staff.  
Committee Member, Michael Olson, seconded by Michael McDonald made a motion to recommend moving forward with the proposed rules as written and to publish in the Texas Register for public comment.  Motion passed 7-1, with Committee Member Brion Sargent voting against.
Acting Presiding Officer, Ronald Menard, moved to agenda item H., Recommendations for agenda items for next Committee meeting.  Proposed Rules and public comments, and the public comments received on the other rule that was proposed about maintaining the department and the advisory workgroups to pursue technical memorandums; status report on technical memoranda process; revision to the kitchen kneehole technical memorandum; and clarification required for the toe reach range on lavatories and sinks.
