Summary of Minutes


Presiding Officer Keith Bell called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.


Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item B., Roll Call and Certification of Quorum.  Board members David Adamson, Brad Boyer, Kenny Corbell, Eric Stromberg, and Randy Pomikahl were present.  Board members Ray Audas, Anthony Merritt, and Karen York were absent.  A quorum was present. 
Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item C., Training for Advisory Board Members (travel reimbursement process).  Dianne Casey, Belinda Field, and Anita Rivas provided training and answered questions from the Board.  

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item D., Approval of minutes – meeting of October 27, 2009.  Eric Stromberg, seconded by Brad Boyer, moved to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item E., Public Comment.  The Board heard one public comment from Jon Fisher with Associated Builders & Contractors of Texas regarding possible amendments to rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 73.

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item F.1., Staff Reports.  Bill Kuntz, Executive Director, and staff members gave reports and answered questions from the Board.

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item G., Work Group Reports.  Keith Bell gave a report and answered questions from the Board.

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item H., Task Force Group Report.  Lonnie Stabler, with the Texas Sign Association gave a report and answered questions from the Board; and suggested that Apprentice Sign Electricians be included in continuing education provisions.  

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item I., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding amendments to rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 73, to implement Senate Bill 470 changes passed by the 81st Texas Legislature and to implement recommended staff changes.  Eric Stromberg, seconded by Brad Boyer, moved to approve that §73.25 Continuing Education rules and §73.80(13) (fee of $100) be posted with the Texas Register.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item J., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding journeyman electrician reciprocity agreement with Wyoming.  Assistant General Counsel, Lynn Latombe reported that this agreement is still pending.  The Board took no action on this item.


Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item K., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding Texas’ application for membership in the multi-state journeyman electrician reciprocity group (current members include:  Alaska; Arkansas, Colorado, Minnesota, Montana, Oklahoma, Nebraska, New Hampshire, New Mexico, North Dakota, South Dakota, Utah, and Wyoming).  Assistant General Counsel Lynn Latombe reported that the membership is still pending.  The Board took no action on this item.

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item L., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding the master electrician reciprocity agreement with Arkansas.  Assistant General Counsel Lynn Latombe reported that this agreement is still awaiting a vote.  The Board took no action on this item.

Presiding Officer Keith Bell moved to agenda item M., Recommendations for agenda items for next meeting.  The Board requested the following items on its next agenda:  minutes, public comments, staff reports, Task Force Group report, Workgroup report, and an update on reciprocity agreements.
