Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris, called the meeting of the Elevator Advisory Board to order at 10:36 a.m.  

Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris, called roll.  Members present were Bryan Morris, Grayson Gill, Greg Tamez, Nancy Crumley, Lawrence Taylor, Nancy Crowther, and John McGraw, Board Members absent were Scott Anderson and Jerry Matheny.  A quorum was present and seated.  Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris, introduced Commissioner Wesson and welcomed him to the meeting.  
Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris, moved to agenda item C., Approval of minutes – Meeting of January 18, 2018.  Board Member John McGraw, seconded by Greg Tamez, made a motion to approve the Minutes of January 18, 2018. Motion passed unanimously. 

Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris moved to agenda item D – Public Comment. No public comment.
Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris moved to agenda item E1, Staff Reports.  Licensing Division – Tarsha Redd reported on statistics and trends.  
Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris moved to agenda item E2, Customer Service Division – Trey Seals, Director presented the report on statistics and trends and answered questions from the Board.  
Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris moved to agenda item E3, Enforcement Division – Robyn Glassner, Prosecutor presented the report on case highlights, orders, penalties and trends and answered questions from the Board.
Presiding Officer Bryan Morris moved to agenda item E4, Education and Examination Division – Lorraine Sroufe, Program Specialist presented the report on statistics and trends and answered questions from the Board. 
Presiding Officer Bryan Morris moved to agenda item E5, Regulatory Program Management – Jim Murnan, Chief Elevator Inspector, presented the report on public outreach and statistics and trends, answered questions from the Board.  
Presiding Officer Bryan Morris moved to agenda item E6, Executive Office – Nick Voinis, Chief of Staff, presented the report on new commission members Gerald “Ray” Callas, M.D., and Gary F. Wesson, D.D.S., M.S., TDLR’s strategic planning process, recent developments and personnel updates. 
Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris moved to agenda item F., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding proposed rule amendments to 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 74, §74.50 and §74.60, to implement the 2016 audit recommendation to update the rule to reflect what is currently in practice regarding certificate information and to correct an outdated reference.  This agenda item includes discussion of any public comments received on the proposed rule amendments. Assistant General Counsel, Molly Fudell, informed the Board that the proposed rule amendments had been published in the Texas Register, and the Department did not receive any comments on the rules.  Board Member, Lawrence Taylor, seconded by John McGraw, made a motion to recommend adopting the rule amendments as published.  The motion passed with Board Members, Bryan Morris, Nancy Crumley, Grayson Gill, Lawrence Taylor, and John McGraw voting for the motion.  Nancy Crowther abstaining.  
Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris, moved to agenda item G., Discussion and possible recommendation regarding proposed rule amendments to 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 74 §74.100.  The proposed amendments update references, add ASME A17.1 code changes, and renumber accordingly.  Assistant General Counsel, Molly Fudell and Jim Murnan, Chief Building Inspector, provided the Board with an overview of the proposed amendments to §74.100, including updating the ASME A17.1 code to the 2016 edition and deleting certain sections from the code.  Jim Murnan also provided a summary of the major differences between the 2007 and 2016 editions of the ASME A17.1.  The Board discussed the date the new code would be in effect.  Board Member, Lawrence Taylor, seconded by John McGraw, made a motion to publish the proposed rule amendments in the Texas Register, and encouraged staff to make the effective date of the new code as early as possible.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Presiding Officer, Bryan Morris moved to agenda item H., 
Recommendations for agenda items for next Board meeting.  Public comments on the published rules.
