Summary of Minutes


Presiding Officer Martin Garza called the meeting to order at 1:04 p.m. 

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item B. Roll Call and Certification of Quorum.  Members present were, Martin Garza, Robert Bowling, Roland Brown, Randy Childers, Scott McDonald, Mark Remmert, Jesse Rider, Douglas Robinson, Rolando Rubiano, and Larry Wilkinson.  Council member Joe Campos was absent.  Amy Dempsey joined the meeting at 1:08 p.m.  A roll call verified that a quorum was present. 

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item C., Approval of minutes – Meeting of November 12, 2010.  Council member, Bobby Bowling made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Council member, Larry Wilkinson seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item D, Public Comment.  There was no public comment offered at this time.

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports.  The Council heard a report from Bill Kuntz, Executive Director on recent developments.  Donna Lipke presented the Licensing Division and Compliance Division reports.  Karen Cox presented the Enforcement Division report.  

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item F., Update on progress of code task force and possible amendments to the 2009 International Codes.  Donna Lipke, Engineering Specialist reported that Joe Campos had to resign from the work group; Doug Robinson will serve in his place.  Ms. Lipke reported on work group actions. 

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item G. Overview of the International Green Construction Code.  Ravi Shah reported that the International Green Construction Code was designed to give some uniformity to green building requirements and that it allows shades of green building.  The goals of the code are adoptable, usable, and enforceable conservation of natural resources.  Ravi Shah provided copies of the report on CD and answered questions from the Council on code requirements and upcoming hearings on the proposed code.  

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item H, Discussion and possible action regarding approval of third party inspectors, third party inspection agencies, and design review agencies.  Donna Lipke, Engineering Specialist presented one new third party inspector for approval.  Council member, Bobby Bowling, seconded by Roland Brown, made a motion to accept the third party inspector.  The motion passed by unanimous vote.  

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item I. Discussion and possible recommendation to approve revised Industrialized Housing and Buildings penalty matrix to be included in TDLR's Enforcement Plan.  Charlotte Melder, Lead Prosecutor outlined the enforcement plan and the proposed changes to the penalty matrices.  Ms. Melder answered questions from the Council.  Council member Larry Wilkinson, seconded by Randy Childers, made a motion to recommend adoption of the penalty matrices.  The motion passed by unanimous vote.  

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item J. Nomination and vote for a Presiding Officer and Vice Presiding Officer.   Council member, Rolando Rubiano, seconded by Randy Childers, made a motion to nominate Bobby Bowling for Chair.  Council member, Bowling accepted the nomination.  The motion passed by unanimous vote.  Council member, Larry Wilkinson, seconded by Bobby Bowling, nominated Rolando Rubiano for Vice-Chair.  Council member Rubiano accepted the nomination.  The motion passed by unanimous vote.

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item K, Recommendations for agenda items for next Council meeting.  The Council recommended that the following items be included on the next meeting agenda: adoption of the 2009 NEC; and streamlining of the rules.  

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item L., Discussion of date, time, and location of next Council meeting.  The Council agreed to hold the next meeting in July or August. 

Presiding Officer Martin Garza moved to agenda item M., Adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 2:27 p.m.
