Summary of Minutes


Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah called the meeting to order at 1:02 p.m. 

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item B. Roll Call and Certification of Quorum.  Members present were, Robert Bowling, Joe Campos, Randy Childers, Roland Brown, Mark Remmert, Rolando Rubiano, Ravi Shah, Larry Wilkinson, and Jesse Rider.  Council members Martin J. Garza, Mark Delaney, and Amy Dempsey were absent.  A roll call verified that a quorum was present.

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item C., Approval of minutes of the April 1, 2010 meeting.  Joe Campos made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Council member, Roland Brown seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  The motion was passed by unanimous vote.

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item D, Public Comment.  There was no public comment offered at this time.

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports.  The board heard staff reports from George Ferrie on behalf of the Executive Office; Chloe Adkins, Licensing Division; Donna Lipke, Compliance Division; and Karen Cox, Enforcement Division.  

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item F, Update on General Counsel’s office decision regarding ICC Energy Inspector certifications for engineers who perform inspections for the IHB program.  Della Lindquest, Assistant General Counsel updated the Council on requiring ICC energy certification of engineers and noted that the TDLR policy will not change at this time.


Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item G. Discussion regarding starting the process for adoption of newer editions of the International Codes and the National Electrical Code.  Donna Lipke, Engineering Specialist sought guidance from the Council on whether staff should begin the process to adopt the new codes and implement a rule revision.  Council members discussed some current city codes and decided to form a Task Force to address possible code amendments.  Council members Randy Childers, Joe Campos and Roland Brown along with two members of the public will make up the Task Force.  The Council heard comments from Martin Montgomery and DJ Pendleton.  

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item H, Discussion regarding the strategic plan brainstorming session question, “If you could change one service that we provide or eliminate or amend any provision of TDLR’s statutes or rules, what would it be?”  Council member Larry Wilkinson and Donna Lipke, Engineering Specialist lead a discussion regarding builders taking money and not completing the tasks.  Proposed solutions included local prosecution and revising the application to include a background check for past violations.  Vice-Presiding Officer, Ravi Shah noted that the purpose of the Council is to review regulatory issues not legal issues and recommended that staff provided a report at a future meeting.  

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item I. Discussion regarding fee changes for registration of industrialized builders. Donna Lipke, Engineering Specialist suggested that there is no need for a fee increase and answered questions from the Board on the fee review process.  

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item J. Discussion and possible recommendation regarding rule simplification project to identify for repeal any unnecessary and obsolete rules. Brad Bowman, General Council introduced Chairman Denton’s letter to the Council and asked the Council to consider this review process.  The Council heard public comment from DJ Pendleton and Martin Montgomery.  Council Member, Randy Childers suggested each Council member submit changes to staff.   

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item K. Discussion and possible action regarding approval of third party inspectors, third party inspection agencies, and design review agencies.  Donna Lipke, Engineering Specialist recommended approval of several new inspectors seeking approval.  Council member Randy Childers made a motion seconded by Jesse Rider to approve the inspectors.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote.

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item L, Recommendations for agenda items for next Council meeting.  The Council recommended that the following item be included on the next meeting agenda: enforcement penalty matrix and information on Green Builders.


Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item M., Discussion of date, time, and location of next Council meeting.  The Council agreed to hold the next meeting on April 22, 2011 at 1:00 p.m. 

Vice-Presiding Officer Ravi Shah moved to agenda item N., Adjournment. The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 p.m.
