Summary of Minutes


Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen called the meeting to order at 1:02 p.m.


Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item B., Roll Call and Certification of Quorum and Introductions. Board Members: Dr. Charleta Guillory, Janet Dirmeyer, Laurie Fremgen, Destiny Hooper, Victoria Meinhardt, Dr. Michael Nix and Helen Nelson were present and a quorum was seated.  Board members Meredith Rentz and Brenda Buffington were absent.  
Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item C., Approval of the Minutes – Meeting of December 4, 2017.  Board member, Helen Nelson, seconded by Janet Dirmeyer, made a motion to approve the minutes.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item D., Public Comment and moved public comment to the end of the meeting. 
Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports. Leonard Rivas, Section Manager provided the staff report for Licensing Division.  Trey Seals, Director of Customer Service provided the staff report for Customer Service.  Karen Cox, Prosecutor provided the staff report for Enforcement Division. Loraine Sroufe, Program Specialist provided the staff report for Education and Examination.  Yvonne Feinleib, Program Specialist provided the staff report for Regulatory Program Management.  Carla James, Deputy Executive Director provided the staff report for Executive Office.  
Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item F. Workgroup Reports - Standard of Care.  Laurie Fremgen reported that the last meeting went well and the workgroup will continue to meet. The workgroup presented a training on the A Day in the Life of a Midwife and stands ready to conduct further trainings and to assist staff.  

Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item G., Discussion of resources for the Texas Electronic Registry (TER) and concerning Critical 
Congenital Heart Defects (CCHD). Yvonne Feinleib, Program Specialist reported that the system is changing within Department of State Health Service (DSHS) to TxEver and will be up and running early next year.  DSHS remains in charge of filing of birth certificates and all questions and or complaints should be directed to DSHS.  The Board discussed some concerns and excitement about the new system.  


Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item H., Discussion of Midwife Education Summit.  Mary Winston, Attorney introduced the idea of holding a summit to invite the public and provide information, education, and possible learning tools to the regulated community.  The Board was invited to select a date and offer some ideas on topics.  Board members selected the following date to hold the Midwives Summit: Monday, August 6, 2018. Topics for the summit include: anxiety vs physical distress in labor, Enforcement case review process, and other topics in the midwife’s community will be presented to the Board to select an agenda.  Additional topics can be sent to advisory board staff.   Board members requested that continuing education be provided for the summit.
Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item I., Discussion of license holders record keeping requirements 16 TAC 115.100 (c).  Board member Laurie Fremgen introduced the topic for discussion and suggested that this matter be sent to the Standard of Care workgroup or the Licensing workgroup.   
Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item H., Recommendations for agenda items for next Board meeting. The board decided to place the following items on the next board meeting:  Standard of Care Workgroup report, Enforcement Process Review, assigning the records keeping rules to a workgroup, update on the Informed Consent (ICA) forms completed changes, and topics for the Education Summit. 

Acting Presiding Officer, Laurie Fremgen moved to agenda item I., Discussion of date, time, and location of next Board meeting.  The Board previously set the meeting for May 14, 2018 at 1:00 p.m. and the meeting after will be held following the Advisory Board Summit on Tuesday, August 7, 2018 at 10:00 a.m.
