	Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz called the meeting to order at 1:01 p.m.

Board Members: Meredith Rentz, Dr. Charleta Guillory, Janet Dirmeyer, Laurie Fremgen, Destiny Hooper, Victoria Meinhardt, Brenda Buffington, and Dr. Michael Nix were present, and a quorum was seated. Board member Helen Nelson was absent.  

Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz moved to agenda item C., Approval of the Minutes – Meeting of March 19, 2018. Board member, Laurie Fremgen seconded by Dr. Nix, made a motion to approve the minutes. Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz moved to agenda item D., Public Comment. Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz moved public comment to the end of the meeting. 

Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz moved to agenda item E., Staff Reports. Leonard Rivas, Licensing Manager provided the Licensing Division staff report. Tuan Nguyen, Customer Service Manager provided the Customer Service Division staff report. Yvonne Feinleib, Program Specialist provided the Regulatory Program Management staff report. Angie Schmidt, Program Specialist provided the Education and Examination Division staff report. Karen Cox, Prosecutor along with Charlotte Melder, Lead Prosecutor provided the Enforcement Division staff report. Carla James, Deputy Executive Director provided the Executive Office staff report.  

Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz moved to agenda item F., Workgroup reports - updates, discussion, and possible recommendation: Standard of Care workgroup. The workgroup is prepared to bring forth proposed rules for the Board’s discussion under agenda item H.       

	Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz moved to agenda item G., Discussion of license holders record keeping requirements 16 TAC 115.100(c) and assignments to a workgroup. The Board discussed some options on the best workgroup and practice for reviewing this matter. The Board discussed other States requirements for records management during disasters and demise. Presiding Officer Meredith Rentz assigned this matter to the Standard of Care workgroup.

Presiding Officer, Meredith Rentz moved to agenda item H., Discussion and possible recommendation on proposed amendments at 16 Texas Administrative Code §§115.1, 115.70, 115.100, 115.112 - 115.115, 115.117, 115.118, and 115.119; proposed repeal of existing §115.90 and §115.111; and proposed new §115.111, to implement House Bill 2886 and House Bill 4007, 85th Legislature, Regular Session (2017); and to reorganize, clarify, and update standard of practice requirements in the Midwives program. Brad Bowman, General Counsel and Yvonne Feinleib, Program Specialist discussed the origin of the proposed rules changes and presented the proposed rule changes. The Board discussed the proposed rules. Board member Laurie Fremgen, seconded by Victoria Meinhardt, made a motion to recommend the rules be published in the Texas Register for public comment. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
