Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.  
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item B. Roll Call and Certification of Quorum.  Board members Joann Messina, Jeanette Rash, Chris Confer, Vince Griffin, Amy Milstead, Doug Remmert, and John Stinnettt were present.  Board members Hector Cabello, Gene Forrester, and Bill Roland were absent.  A quorum was present. 

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item C. Approval of Minutes – Meeting of April 19, 2012.  Board member, Jeanette Rash made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Board member, Amy Milstead seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item E.1. Staff Reports – Executive Office. Bill Kuntz, Executive Director, gave an update on the strategic planning process.  Mr. Kuntz informed the Board that the Legislative Appropriations Request (LAR) process is beginning and due on August 23, 2012.  There was discussion about the budget.  Brian Francis, Deputy Executive Director, gave an update on the discussions with the Texas Department of Insurance (TDI) about the Vehicle Storage Release form and the meeting with Senator Jackson’s office about the form.  Mr. Francis also discussed the possibility of a rule change to ensure TDI and TDLR can make this work.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item E.2. Staff Reports – Compliance Division.  Robin Moten, Program Specialist, gave an overview of the inspection and contact statistics.  Ms. Moten gave an update on the meeting with the Texas Department of Transportation and outreach efforts.  Ms. Moten also informed the board that TDLR will meet with the Texas Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) on June 20, 2012.  Lee Parham, Program Manager, gave an update on the Incident Management study.  
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item E.3. Staff Reports – Education and Examination Division.  Don Dudley, Division Director, highlighted the education statistics. 
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item E.4. Staff Reports – Enforcement Division.  Chris Prentice, Prosecutor, gave an overview of cases and enforcement statistics.  Mr. Prentice gave an update on Enforcement’s meeting with DMV and outreach efforts.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item E.5. Staff Reports – Licensing Division.  Tanya Gauthreaux, Program Specialist, reported on licensing statistics.  There was discussion about the length of time to issue Booting licenses.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina passed on agenda item F. Discussion and possible recommendation on rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 86.455 regarding updates to the indices used in the fee study to calculate adjustments to fees for private property tow fees, because the workgroup had not met to discuss the rule.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item G. Discussion and possible action on the proposed revisions to the Vehicle Towing and Vehicle Storage Facilities Penalty Matrices, and the proposed inclusion of a Vehicle Booting and Immobilization Penalty Matrix in the Department’s Enforcement Plan.  Christina Kaiser, Director of Enforcement, and Tony Couvillon, Program Specialist, presented the matrices.  Ms. Kaiser gave an overview of the purpose of the penalty matrices, the rule changes resulting from various statute changes, and the penalty matrices changes.  

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item D. Public Comment.  The Board heard public comment from Jess Horton and Pat Johnson regarding the penalty matrices.

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item G. Discussion and possible action on the proposed revisions to the Vehicle Towing and Vehicle Storage Facilities Penalty Matrices, and the proposed inclusion of a Vehicle Booting and Immobilization Penalty Matrix in the Department’s Enforcement Plan.  There was Board discussion about the penalty matrices.

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item D. Public Comment.  The Board heard public comment from Jeanette Kindervater, Jess Horton, and Jackie Milhim.
