Summary of Minutes

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.  
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item B. Roll Call, Certification of Quorum, and Introductions.  Board members Joann Messina, Hector Cabello, Chris Confer, Gene Forester, Amy Milstead, Jeanette Rash, Doug Remmert, and John Stinnettt were present.  Board member Bill Roland arrived at 10:30 a.m.  Board member Vince Griffin was absent.  A quorum was present. 

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item C. Approval of Minutes – meeting of August 29, 2012.  Board member, Amy Milstead made a motion to approve the minutes.  Board member, Gene Forester seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote in favor.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina passed on agenda item E. Presentation by Boisso and Associated related to Private Property Tow fee formula.  The Board heard public comment from Ken W. Ulmer.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item F.1. Staff Reports – Executive Office. Bill Kuntz, Executive Director, reported on the session beginning January 6, 2012 and TDLR’s focus being on Smaller Smarter Government.  Brian Francis, Deputy Executive Director, stated that the Department is not pursuing any statutory changes for Towing, Storage and Booting programs.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item F.2. Staff Reports – Compliance Division.  Russ Taulli, Program Specialist, reported on the inspection statistics and outreach efforts.  Lee Parham, Section Manager, gave an update on the IM Feasibility Study.  There was Board discussion regarding the IM Feasibility Study.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item F.3. Staff Reports – Education and Examination Division.  Kim Whitt, Program Specialist, highlighted the continuing education statistics.  There was Board discussion regarding continuing education for the Booting program.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item F.4. Staff Reports – Enforcement Division.  Chris Prentice, Prosecutor, highlighted outreach efforts and enforcement cases.  There was Board discussion regarding the decrease in cases.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item F.5. Staff Reports – Licensing Division.  Tanya Gauthreaux, Program Specialist, reported on licensing statistics.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item G.1. Work Group Report – 1. Compliance Work Group.  Presiding Officer Messina gave an overview of the items worked on by the Compliance Workgroup.  Charles Johnson, Assistant General Counsel, also provided an overview of the items worked on by the Compliance Workgroup that Presiding Officer Messina did not cover.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item H. Discussion and possible recommendations to the Commission on rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 85, §§85.200, 85.709, 85.710, 85.725, and 85.1003, regarding the vehicle storage program.  The Board heard public comment from Larry Cernosek, David Ferril, Jess Horton, Donald Hanson, Lauri Hanson, Paul Martin, Dave Reinhardt, Keith Reindl, and Michael Qutob.  Charles Johnson, Assistant General Counsel, reported that based on the comments received and heard at this meeting the Department would like to consider and thoroughly review the comments before making a recommendation to the Board.  There was board discussion regarding the rules.  Presiding Officer, Joann Messina recommended that the Compliance Workgroup would meet to discuss TDLR’s recommendations for proposed rules prior to the next meeting.  The Board agreed.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item I. Discussion and possible recommendations for amending rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 89, regarding the vehicle booting program.  There was Board discussion regarding the 24-hour time frame of towing a vehicle after being booted.  Board member, Chris Confer made a motion to change the 24-hour time frame of towing a vehicle after being booted to eight hours.  Board member, Amy Milstead seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a vote of eight for and one against with Board member, Gene Forester voting against the motion.
Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item D. Public Comment.  The Board heard public comment from John DeLoach.

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item J. Recommendations for agenda items for next meeting.  The Board requested that the PPI rate review for medium and heavy duty tows; Chapter 89 rules; IM feasibility study; Chapter 85 rules; refund on a TOW hearing over charge; environmental hazard fee; and the clarification of location of TOW hearings be put on the next agenda.

Presiding Officer, Joann Messina moved to agenda item K. Discussion of date, time, and location of next Board meeting.  The Board requested that dates and times to meet in early to mid-February be emailed to them.
