Summary of Minutes

	Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly called the meeting to order at 10:07 a.m.

	Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item B., Roll Call and Certification of Quorum.  Committee members Frank Reilly, Gary Foster, Don Parrish, and James Nance were present. 

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item C., Approval of Minutes – Meeting of August 20, 2010 and November 19, 2010.  Committee member, James Nance made a motion seconded by Don Parish to approve the minutes.  The minutes were approved by a unanimous vote.

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item D., Public Comment.  The Committee heard public comment from Mike Mahoney and Craig Fuke.  

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item E.2., Staff Reports, General Counsel.  Brad Bowman, General Counsel gave an update on the proposed rule changes and reported on an Attorney General Opinion regarding Sandy Land Water Conservation District.

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item E.3., Staff Reports, Compliance Division.  George Bomar, Program Specialist provided updates on a structural analysis of cloud seeding operations; rainfall enhancement projects, international news on cloud seeding and Texas plans for resumption of cloud seeding. resumption of cloud-seeding research in Texas. 

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item E.1., Staff Reports, Executive Office.  Bill Kuntz, Executive Director provided a legislative update including information on funding the program in reference to HB 1916. 

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item F., Field meteorologists report on status of rain-enhancement activities and project meteorologists’ handbook.  George Bomar, Program Specialist gave a status report on the projects.

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item G. Discussion regarding the Commission’s readoption of weather modification rules at 16 Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 79 pursuant to the required four-year rule review, including consideration of public comments.  General Counsel Brad Bowman presented the rules and comment received in the four year rule review.  Commission adopted the rules without changes.  

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item H., Consideration and possible recommendation on application for renewal of weather modification permit:  Trans-Pecos Weather Modification Association (Pecos).  George Bomar, Program Specialist outlined the permit for renewal and reported that all necessary requirements were met. Committee member James Nance made a motion seconded by Gary Foster to recommend the permit for approval. Motion passed by a unanimous vote in favor.

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item I., Consideration and possible recommendation on an application for a Texas weather modification license:  Sci-Blue.  George Bomar, Program Specialist outlined the application for licensure and reported that all necessary requirements were met. David Kutchinski noted a change in the application with the name of the meteorologist.  The change did not invalidate the application and required no further action. Committee member Parrish made a motion seconded by Gary Foster to recommend the license for approval. Motion passed by a unanimous vote in favor.

Presiding Officer, Frank Reilly moved to agenda item J., Consideration and possible recommendation on an application for a Texas weather modification permit:  Sci-Blue.  George Bomar, Program Specialist outlined the application for permit and reported that all necessary requirements were met.  David Kutchinski provided additional details.  Committee member Gary Foster made a motion seconded by Parrish to recommend the license for approval. Motion passed by a unanimous vote in favor.
