Multiple Pressure Steam Generators

A lot of confusion still exits concerning how to number boilers that meet the requirements for multiple pressure steam generators that may be considered as a single boiler.

Effective December 1, 2002 any multiple pressure steam generators that meets the requirements of PG‑106.12 can be numbered with one Texas Boiler Number.  All the information that is required in PG‑106.12.6 that is included on the master data plate shall be provided in the Conditions Block on the First Inspection Report.

Any multiple pressure steam generator that meets the requirements of PG‑106.12 that have already been given multiple Texas boiler numbers prior to the effective date, one for each circuit, will continue to be reported as individual boilers.  In other words if they are individually numbered a separate Inspection Report will be completed for each boiler number.  One Inspection Report listing all the other boiler numbers will not be accepted and will be returned.  An Inspection Report with one of the boiler numbers stating that the other boiler numbers are to be deleted and that the numbers were removed will also not be accepted and will be returned.
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
