The above approved boilers can only be stacked on Laars Stacking Racks that we designated by the above rack number.

Rule 65.70(f)(2) of the Texas Boiler Rules mandating the four (4) foot clearance between the top of the boiler and roof joist would not apply to the clearance between the boilers.  A Repair Requirement form should be written with a recommendation to grant a variance for the four (4) foot requirement.  The clearance requirement for the top boiler to the roof joist also applies and a variance may be granted if the clearance meets the manufacturer’s minimum clearance requirements from the top of the boiler to the roof joist.
