Scope
2.1
These notices are to be used when accepting or discontinuing inspection responsibility on a boiler.

Description
3.1
The following information must be provided on the notice:

3.1.1
Texas boiler number or numbers;

3.1.2
location name and address;

3.1.3
effective date;
3.1.4
type of notice (New Business, Discon​tinuance); and

3.1.5
name of the Authorized Inspection Agency originating the notice.

3.2
These notices must be submitted using any one of the following methods:

3.2.1
form NB-4 or similar notice;

3.2.2
fax transmittal; or

3.2.3
electronic transmittal.

3.3
These notices may be completed by the Inspector, office personnel, or be computer generated.

3.4
Notices must be submitted, within 30 days of the effective date, to Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation upon notifica​tion of any change described in 3.1.4 of this procedure. Immediate notification shall be made of all boiler risks rejected or suspended or inspection agreements cancelled or not renewed because of unsafe conditions.
